Did you know the City of Grand 
Prairie, as well as most cities in 
the country prohibits or limits the 
parking of oversized vehicles in all 
residential districts or areas used for 
residential purposes? Our ordinance 
governing this prohibition is in 
place for a variety of reasons, most 
importantly neighborhood safety. A 
hazard is created when an oversized 
vehicle blocks or impedes traffic on 
the street or a driver’s or pedestrian’s 
visual ability to recognize hazards. 
Also important are the aesthetics 
and welcoming appearance of a 
neighborhood and maintaining the 
quality of life for everyone in our city. 

Our ordinance from Chapter 
29.139 of our Code of Ordinances, is 
summarized as follows:

In all residential districts or areas 
used for residential purposes, no 
truck-tractor, road tractor, semi-trailer, 
commercial vehicle, or truck with a 
rated capacity in excess of one and 
one-half (11/2) tons according to the 
manufacturer's classification shall be 
parked or stored in the street, yard, 
driveway, or any other area. Travel 
trailers, campers, recreational vehicles 
and/or boats, designed for personal 
use, may be kept in residential districts 
provided such vehicles are maintained 
off the street and on an approved 
driveway so as not to encroach upon 
the right-of-way. They must be under 
36 feet long and 8 feet wide.

•  Inspect your holiday lights. Throw away light strands with frayed or  
          pinched wires.

•  Ensure your tree does not block exits and cannot be knocked down easily.
•  Water your tree daily. A dry Christmas tree can burn very hot and fast.
•  Ensure your tree is at least 3 ft. away from fireplaces, heaters, candles, and  

          heat vents.
